Patrons must pay replacement costs for items 
lost or damaged beyond use. The library mails up 
to two notices when items are overdue. Accounts 
with unpaid fines and fees exceeding $25 will be 
sent to a collection agency if not settled within 
30 days of the second notice. When fines and fees 
exceed $25 borrowing privileges are also 
suspended. 
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
